1. The CRiS scheme
CRiS, the Caravan Registration and Identification Scheme has been protecting caravanners since 1992. All registered caravans already carry our 17 digit CRiS VIN 1 stamped into the chassis and etched onto windows and since 1998 the security marking has been enhanced with the fitment of an electronic tag embedded within the bodywork at the time of manufacture. Keepers are then registered on the CRiS Database, providing a single source for checking the authenticity of any particular caravan and helping combat the ever present threat of cloning2 and ringing3 of caravans that have often been written off4 following an accident. 


2. What is CRiS Xtra?
CRiS Xtra  is a high quality after-market security marking system for all CRiS registered caravans. Security is all important and making a caravan more identifiable makes it less liable to theft. CRiS is already a significant contributor in cutting caravan crime and with CRiS Xtra fitted thieves will think twice before stealing it. CRiS Xtra not only makes a caravan more difficult to steal but it helps combat fraud through “cloning” and “ringing”.

3. How much does it cost?

4. Is it easy to fit?

No special experience is required to fit any part of the CRiS Xtra kit. The glass electronic tag is designed to be fitted inside the caravan in an unobtrusive location such as a cabinet frame. Any non-metallic surface should be suitable provided it can accommodate the depth of the cylinder (which is 35mm including space for filling). When choosing a location for your tag bear in mind that it must be capable of being read by a police scanner at a distance of four inches without interference from metallic surfaces (the tag can be read through wood, glass, glass fibre, reinforced plastic and almost any other non-metallic surface). All you need is an electric or hand drill. The micro CRiS Dots should be fitted over as wide an area as possible to give maximum coverage. They are very easy to ‘paint-on’ using the applicator provided. The remainder of the kit is very simple to apply being a combination of self-adhesive labels and permanent marker pen.

5. What are the benefits?
CRiS Xtra is the only product on market that ties in with the VIN – the preferred numbering system of the police.  CRiS Xtra is the only product that verifies keepership before being applied – avoids legitimisation of stolen caravans. Definitions
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 VIN: Vehicle Identification Number. This is the CRiS ID, found etched on to the windows and die stamped into the chassis. Also, since 1998, it is recorded in an electronic tag which can be read by police with a special scanner.
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 Cloning is a type of ringing. It describes the practice of using the identity of a legitimate vehicle that is the same make and model as the stolen one by forging its VIN. This means there will be two or more caravans on the road with apparently the same identity. Like ringers, clones can be hard to spot, but take a close look at all the VIN markings and compare them, just in case.

 Ringing is the practice of changing a vehicle's identity. When seeking to disguise a stolen caravan, crooks often use a VIN taken from a different caravan - typically one that has been 'written off' in order to avoid detection. Often the VIN or chassis number will be swapped with that of the 'donor vehicle'.  Professionally 'rung' vehicles can be hard to detect, but it is always worth checking that ALL a caravan's window VINs match that stamped into the chassis.
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 Write off is a colloquial term for a vehicle which has been declared a total loss by an insurer, either following accident damage or theft. There are some 450,000 accident-related write-offs every year and another 150,000 insurance thefts, many of which are subsequently recovered damaged and re-classified.  Many write-offs are legitimately allowed back on the roads following repair; look for the ones which have passed an independent inspection, such as those on HPI's Condition Inspected register. Almost half of all write-offs are so badly damaged that they should never go back on the road.
